 DEED RESTRICTIONS FOR 218 N. FARMER 

 
The Otsego City Commission will hold a public hearing on Monday, March 1, 2021, at City 

Hall, 117 East Orleans, Otsego, MI 49078, at 7:00 p.m., local time, to consider public comment 

regarding the proposed removal of deed restrictions for 218 N Farmer Street, commonly known 

as the Otsego Area Historical Society Museum.   Removing the following restrictions:  

 

1. The historical character of the structure upon the property shall be maintained; 

2. The property shall be used as a public local historical museum; and 

3. No groundwater from the property shall be used for drinking, irrigation or any other 

purpose.
